With the licence pool CLARIAH-AT supports junior researchers in the area of Digital Humanities (DH)      (master students, PhD students, PraeDoc researchers, researchers based in Austria without institutional affiliation) in their research projects like a thesis or individual projects that do not have 3rd party funding.  The data as well as the research results of the project should be made available and reusable long-term to the Digital Humanities research community.
Junior researchers can apply for software licences needed specifically for conducting their Digital Humanities research project, if they are technically necessary: e.g. if no open-source solution with a similar functionality is available; or the commercial software is a standard in a certain area of DH research (e.g. Oxygen for XML/TEI-Encoding) and the use might be necessary to ensure further re-use of the data in the field. Standard conformity and the ability for further re-use and interoperability of the resulting research-data are important criteria for the choice of software and the ability to fund a licence. 
Therefore, please provide a short description of your research project including a description of the role of the needed software within it. What data will be produced or analyzed with it within the project?  What kind of long-term-preservation and data management strategies are you planning on using to ensure further re-use and accessibility of your research data?  Please also justify why      existing Open Source software solutions are not suitable for the project.
